Happy New Year to each of you.  Penny and I pray that the Lord will bless and protect 
you during 2010.

We had a joyful meeting on Saturday, December 5th, 2009 at our monthly Tampa Bay 
Friends of Israel Fellowship.  Pastor Dan Coggins spoke on Hanukkah, emphasizing that 
Messiah Jesus is indeed the light of the world.  After the program, we had a celebration 
with festive traditional Hanukkah foods such as latkes (potato pancakes), jelly doughnuts, 
chicken livers, and special cookies.

At the end of the 
service, I gave an invitation to trust in Jesus as Savior.  I did not see any hands raised, but 
when we dismissed, the pastor quickly came up to me and pointed out a lady who had 
raised her hand in response.  I walked up to her and verified her decision.  She said that 
yes, she had accepted Him.  I will be sending her discipleship materials.   
  
I previously had mentioned that an ultra orthodox rabbi visited my literature table at the 
University of South Florida.  To my surprise, he returned and started questioning me 
about why I, coming from a Jewish background, believe in Jesus as Messiah.  He seems 
quite open to discussing the Scriptures, although he said that he has never read the New 
Testament.  He has asked me to visit his synagogue.  Please pray with me concerning that 
decision.

Dear Prayer Partners, 
 
Each of you is a special blessing to us through your faithful prayers and support.   
 
2009 has been a very fruitful year of ministry although it has also had its challenges. 
One very exciting outreach was the opportunity given to us by the City of Tampa to 
distribute tracts during the day of the Super Bowl.  I along with two volunteers 
handed out over 250 tracts to those who were coming to the game.  Every pamphlet 
had my name and phone number on the back.  Many were glad to receive the 
literature and thought that this was a very good idea. 
 
One of our ongoing ministries is our monthly Tampa Bay Friends of Israel 
Fellowships.  It meets 9 times a year.  We have guest soloists who sing 
Jewish/Christian music.  I along with visiting speakers focus on Jewish related topics.   
We also had yearly meetings in St. Petersburg, Jacksonville, Orlando, and twice 
yearly in a small community in north central Florida called Beverly Hills.  We 
encourage Jewish and non-Jewish people to attend.   One of those who was present at 
our St. Petersburg program was a 90- year-old doctor who received an invitation 
through a mailing outreach.  After the meeting I had the opportunity to share the need 
of a blood sacrifice.  He stated that he never heard that before.  He was very receptive 
to our conversation.  One of my volunteers and I have since visited him in his 
apartment and shared the gospel again.  
 
I am constantly looking for new Jewish contacts.  I encourage Christians to call me if 
I can assist them in helping to reach their Jewish friends for the Lord.  One 
gentleman, whom I have known for many years, contacted me and told me about his 
Israeli stockbroker.  I called this young man and invited him for dinner.  During our 
conversation I shared my testimony of how I accepted Messiah Jesus as my personal 
Savior.  I will be following up on him.  I have also witnessed to four Israelis who sell 
Dead Sea products in an area mall. I gave each of them David Levy’s book What 
Every Jewish Person Should Ask.  One of my lady volunteers handmade a sweater for 
one of the Israeli ladies working in another mall.  She made a deep impression on the 
other ladies and men working there. 
 
I had a literature table at the University of South Florida in the Marshall Student 
Center.  I gave many tracts to students who passed by the table.  Many different 
countries were represented.  Recently, I saw a student who was wearing a yarmulke 



standing near my table.  I called him over and offered him some free biblical 
literature.  He said that he was Jewish.  I asked him how one receives pardon for his 
sins.  He stated, “By doing good works”.  I shared my testimony and explained that 
the Bible says that it is the blood that makes an atonement for the soul.  I shared how 
Messiah Jesus became the ultimate blood Sacrifice.  
 
I have had the opportunity to speak in numerous churches.  I taught on how to 
witness to Jewish people and gave a biblical challenge for Christians to do the same.   
At the end of each message, I gave a salvation invitation.  Several non-Jewish people 
have accepted the Lord. 
 
I helped one church in north central Florida with an outreach called  “Thank God for 
Israel Day”.  The Lord gave me this concept many years ago.  This special outreach 
includes a bulk mailing to the Jewish community, Jewish/Christian music, and the 
pastor speaking on “Why We Should Thank God for Israel and the Jewish people”.  
After the service several of the Jewish visitors who attended were very excited that a 
church would have an interest in the Jewish people.  Two men from the local 
synagogue were so pleased with the meeting that they said to the pastor that they 
hoped that he would have this special day again next year. The pastor has already 
contacted me, and we have set the date.  
 
We look forward with great anticipation to 2010.  On Saturday, January 23rd, Dr. 
Renald Showers, the outstanding bible scholar with the Friends of Israel, will be our 
guest speaker at the Tampa Bay Friends of Israel Fellowship.  There will be a 
luncheon prior to his speaking.  We will also be expanding our “Operation Shalom” 
ministry.  This involves my sending a copy of David Levy’s book What Every Jewish 
Person Should Ask to at least 25 Jewish homes each month.  I will personally call 
each of them within a week of the mailing.  I will be sending letters to many pastors 
twice a year encouraging them to put a monthly insert in their bulletins emphasizing 
the need for their congregations to witness to their Jewish friends.  Please pray for the 
above activities as well as many other outreaches that we will have. 
 
With the down turn of the economy, we have lost some financial support.  As you go 
before the throne of grace, please pray for that special need. We know that the Lord is 
faithful.

The beauty of Fall has arrived in the north and other parts of the country, but not in Florida.  We are still 
waiting for some trees to turn color here, but God’s beauty may be seen in many other ways.  In this 
Thanksgiving season, Penny and I are especially thankful for those of you who have been so faithful with your 
prayers and financial support. 
  
On Saturday, November 7th, we had our monthly Tampa Bay Friends of Israel Fellowship.  I spoke on the 
Abrahamic Covenent.  God had promised to Abraham and his descendants that he would bless those who 
blessed the Jewish people and curse those who cursed them.  Roxanne Marzka sang beautiful Jewish Christian 
music.  Among the 50 people who attended were one Jewish believer and one Jewish unbeliever.  The 
unbeliever is very faithful in attending each month and is very open to the gospel.   
  
I have had some very interesting experiences at our campus table at the University of South Florida in Tampa.  
A student wearing a yarmulke was standing nearby.  I called him over to offer him some free biblical literature.  
I asked him if he was Jewish, and he said that he was.  I gave him a copy of the pamphlet, Will the Real Messiah 
Please Stand Up!  He asked what the purpose of my literature table was.  I explained that I believe that God 
came and took on a body as the Jewish Messiah in the person of Yeshua to pay for our sins once and for all, not 
only for Jewish people but for gentiles as well.  I gave him my name and phone number for further 
communication with me.  A Jewish rabbi from the Chabad Lubavitch also visited my table.  He was very 
friendly.  During our conversation I asked him how he believes that he gets his sins forgiven since there is no 
temple in Jerusalem.  He stated that he prays and does good works.  I replied that the Torah teaches that it is the 
blood that makes an atonement for the soul.  He tried to ignore that truth.  I told him that I believe that I am 
more Jewish than I was before accepting Messiah Yeshua as my Savior over 50 years ago.  He invited me to 
attend one of his services.
